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Help me find my son

“I won’t leave India till I find my son, who was abducted by his mother 337 days ago,” weeps an emotional Dr V Ravi Chandran (53), an Indian pharmaceutical scientist based in the USA.

Chandran claims that his divorced wife Vijaysree Voora (39), a senior IT professional abducted Aditya (6) and is staying at an undisclosed location in India, as per the findings of a detective agency hired to locate them. It is believed they could be in Mumbai or Pune. 

The family court in New York and the Chennai High Court (Chandran is from there) have already issued an arrest warrant against Voora in January 2008, while the FBI has issued a look-out notice for her. 
This was Chandran and Voora’s second marriage; they wed in 2000 in USA. All was well, till Aditya’s birth in 2002, after which the relationship soured and they separated in 2005.

Chandran claims he paid around $3,00,000 (Rs 1 crore) towards a one-time settlement and another $2,500 (Rs 1 lakh) per month towards child support. As per the court directives, Aditya was allowed to stay 20 days with his mother and the remaining 10 days with Chandran.

However, Chandran claims that Voora developed psychological problems and was not able to take care of Aditya. “He (Aditya) was not comfortable staying with her either,” said Chandran.

In August 2006, the couple once again approached the New York family court, where Chandran filed an application to seek complete custody of Aditya, which Voora consented to and in June 2007 the court finally handed over Aditya’s custody to the father. That was the last time Chandran saw Aditya. 

Voora then requested the court to grant her permission to take Aditya for a month to India, which the court allowed and directed her to return with Aditya on August 3, 2007. That’s the last it was only a long wait for both the court and Chandran.

Chadran said, “Had I smelled a rat, I would not have allowed her to take Aditya. She betrayed the court and me. I am ready to withdraw all the complaints against her. My son is deprived of fatherly love.”
